What is DRF?

DRF is a collaboration between donors and the global disability rights movement to increase resources for Disabled Persons Organizations (DPOs) in the Global South and Eastern Europe to advance the rights of persons with disabilities (PWDs). 

What is DRF’s mission?

DRF focuses grantmaking on building the capacity of (DPOs) in the Global South and Eastern Europe to be full and equal participants in the achievement of rights for the world’s 650 million people with disabilities.   Grants serve to empower DPOs to advance the United Nations Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities (CRPD) 
What is the UN CRPD?

The Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities is an international treaty signed by countries around the world to make sure that persons with disabilities are treated equally.  The Convention protects persons with disabilities’ rights to self-determination, education, information, justice, healthcare, employment and so on.
How does DRF support DPOs?

With modest grants, DRF supports both national and local DPOs to work on:

1. Advocacy to promote ratification, implementation and monitoring of the CRPD
2. Proposing legislative amendments in line with the CRPD
3. Raising awareness about the CRPD
4. Promoting DPO involvement in the implementation of the CRPD
5. Increasing skills in addressing the CRPD by: 
a. Building More Inclusive Organizations 
b. Building Internal Capacity 
6. Addressing Implementation of specific CRPD Articles.
